Reading your personal testimony, I could hardly believe how much our minds
and spirit had in common. Your story threw up so many similarities with my own
— although, geographically, were worlds apart.

Nelson, I have spent every moment of my life since I became a mother trying
to understand the insanity of my children’s reality. That is why I understood it when
you wrote: ‘that the oppressor must be liberated just as surely as the oppressed.
The man who takes away another man’s freedom is a prisoner of hatred, he is
locked behind bars of prejudice and narrow- mindedness. The oppressed and the
oppressor alike are robbed of their humanity’
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
